What is the Bible?

The Bible is not just one book but a collection of many books from many
prophets. It contains the Law of Moses (Torah), the Psalms of David (Zabur), the
Wisdom of Solomon, the books of the prophets Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel,
Hosea, Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah, Haggai,
Zechariah, Malachi and others. It has the Gospel (Injeel) of Jesus recorded by
Matthew, Mark, Luke and John, and the writings of the apostles of Jesus. The
Bible is a collection of the writings of the prophets from the time of Moses to
Jesus and his apostles.

In
the heavens he has pitched a tent for the sun,

rejoicing to run his course.
